Problems at Camp

participants to follow all camp codes and policies. 
Each participant must also be willing to accept the 
leadership of the camp staff. Eastward adminis-
tration reserves the right to send home any par-
ticipant who does not comply. In such an event, 
you or your parent or guardian will be responsible 
for the cost of the transportation, and camp fees 
are forfeited.

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Camp Codes and Policies
A Note from the Eastward Team
As a ministry we aim to inspire, equip and encour-
age others to know God and share the good news 
of the gospel. All camp codes have been devel-
oped with this object in mind.
Of course we understand that following any set of 
‘rules’ does not make us right with God necessari-
ly, however standards have their place and do play 
an important role in the success of any program. 
We are asking that you willingly and happily sup-
port all the camp codes that are outlined below.
By applying to attend Music Camp you are agree-
ing to abide by our camp code so if you have any 
questions regarding this, please do not hesitate 
to contact us before you apply.

Food
Camp food (which is delicious!) is vegetarian and 
dairy-free. However, camp food service is not able 
to cater to individual dietary requirements. Par-
ticipants with food allergies or sensitivities must 
take personal responsibility to avoid such items. 
Anyone needing to bring specialised food items to 
accommodate their dietary needs must clear this 
in advance with camp administration. Such food 
items must be stored in the camp kitchen. No 
food items may be stored in your lodgings.

Social Relations
We encourage the formation of true Christ cen-
tered friendships. In order to promote a focused 
camp environment, exclusive and/or intense 
friendships with either sex during camp is not 
encouraged. Romantic friendships may distract 
you and/or others from receiving the blessing of 
camp.

Mobile Phones & Electronic Devices
Camp is such a special time! We want to make 
the most of this opportunity to make new friends, 
draw close to God and learn new skills. For this 
reason we seek to create a distraction-free envi-
ronment. The use of electronic devices is limited. 
However, appropriate use of mobile phones is al-
lowed for participants aged 18+ and participants 
under 18 can use their phones at the camp office 
to call home, or relatives.

Competition
The spirit of competition in all its forms is discour-
aged at Music Camp.

Clothing
For Girls
Everyday wear for most camp activities will be 
modest, sturdy skirts or dresses. Skirts should 
fall well below the knee at all times and allow a 
full stride when walking. Slits must end below the 
knee.
Low-cut, see-through, tight, or sleeveless tops 
are not appropriate. Tops must be long enough to 
cover bare skin when reaching or bending over.

For Boys
Neat casual clothing, such as jeans or long cot-
ton pants. Pants or shorts must not be baggy or 
low-riding. No tank tops or sleeveless tops. Shorts 
must be knee length.
Long pants are required for Sabbath programs.
If you bring a hat, please remember to remove it 
for prayer or when you are inside a building.

For Both
Be sure to bring cool clothing! It will be quite hot 
this time of year. Some days may be cooler so we 
recommend bringing some warmer clothing too.
During filming sessions you will need a sun hat in 
case of delays.
Participants should bring sturdy clothing and shoes 
for hiking to filming locations or participating in 
other outdoor activities.
Please avoid any questionable lettering or pictures 
on clothing.
Please note: Participants who breach the dress 
code will be asked to change and dress accordingly.

Laundry Facilities
Laundry facilities are available, but please bring 
enough clothes for one week.

Thank you
We wish to thank you in advance for your 
cooperation with our camp codes and policies. 
You will find that your happy, positive attitude 
toward any camp rules will indeed enhance your 
experience whilst at camp.
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Camp Codes Summary

 µ If you are under 18 yrs of age, and not accompanied by a parent/guardian, your counsellor or 
supervisor must know where you are at all times.

 µ Food is not permitted in the lodgings.

 µ No gum chewing.

 µ You will have many opportunities during the day to talk with your friends so please, no visiting 
or note-passing during worships or classes.

 µ Verbal or physical abuse to others is NOT tolerated. This includes tripping, pushing, annoying, 
teasing, or throwing things at another person.

 µ Participants will be expected to make full restitution for any destruction of property.

 µ Food-fighting or horseplay is unacceptable behaviour.

 µ Knives and/or tools brought for specific classes should be used for that purpose only. These 
items, if seen out of place, will be confiscated until after camp.

 µ We encourage the formation of true Christ-centered friendships. Exclusive and/or intense 
friendships with either sex during camp may distract you from the goals of camp.

 µ Deliberate disobedience and a defiant attitude have no place at Music Camp.

 µ Participants choosing to disregard camp guidelines will receive demerits.
1 demerit  Interview with Camp Coordinator or Senior Eastward Staff Member
2 demerits  Interview with Disciplinary Panel
3 demerits  Dismissal from camp, or other appropriate action.
